Personal dynamic vocabulary binder: Til elevernes personlige ordbog printes og udleveres Frontpage (bilag 2) samt de 4 forskellige “color pages” (bilag 3, bilag 4, 

bilag 5, bilag 6). Disse papirer sættes i elevens egen mappe. Hver gang man starter et nyt emne, tildeles eleverne et nyt sæt, så det er nemmere at overskue sidst på 

året, når eleverne skal udfærdige en “outline” til prøven eksempelvis.

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Bilag 1: Description of Color Categories 
 

4 different kinds of words  

• General words = Blue words 

Words you use when you talk or write to each other 

• School-related words = Yellow words 

Words you use during various lessons in school - e.g analyze, organize, abstract, principle, communicate 

• Pre-school words = Green words 

The words you can use both in and outside of school - but have a more professional/technical angle than “school related words” e.g vaccination, pollution, 

wildlife, rap, equation, tools, food arrangement, characteristics, instruments 

• Professional/technical words = Red words 

Words you only use during school lessons and only can be used specifically within a certain subject or theme 

Modeltekst 

Around the year 2030, 10 years, 259 days and 10 hours away from now, we will be in a position where we will set off an irreversible chain reaction beyond human 

control that will most likely lead to the end of our civilization as we know it. That is, unless in that time permanent and unprecedented changes in all aspects of 

society have taken place, including a reduction of our CO2 emissions by at least 50 per cent. And please note that these calculations are depending on inventions that 

have not yet been invented at scale.

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Bilag 7: Vocabulary binder tutorial (lærervejledning og skema med kategorier) 
 

Vocabulary binder (ordbogsmappe) er et redskab i sprogundervisningen, som eleven selv skaber og udvikler i samarbejde med læreren, mens undervisningen står på. 

Meningen er, at eleven udvider mappen med egne ord frem for en ordliste udarbejdet af læreren.   

Det vigtigste redskab for at få elevernes egne ordforrådsmapper til at fungere er elevernes følelse af ejerskab til eget arbejde. Ideen til mappen er udsprunget af 

elevernes manglende brug af ordlister, som er lærerfremstillede. Derfor er denne Vocabulary binder et forsøg på at gøre ordlister og ordkendskab til et mere 

funktionelt og brugbart arbejdsredskab for eleverne.  

Nedenstående er min personlige fremgangsmåde i arbejdet med Vocabulary binder: 

Ideen om, at eleverne selv skaber deres ordforråd, er lavet ud fra Opmærksomhedsøvelser, hvori eleverne skal inddele tekster, fagtekster eller egne produktioner i 4 

farver: 1. blå (generelle ord), 2. gule (skolefaglige ord), 3. grønne (førfaglige ord) og 4. røde (fagfaglige ord). Se evt. Opmærksomhedsøvelser i Building More 

Vocabulary - Building More Communicative Competence / Den Wortschatz erweitern - Die Kommunikationskompetenz weiterentwickeln und fördern for en mere 

detaljeret beskrivelse af øvelserne. 

Eleverne får udleveret en mappe samt et stykke pap i hhv. blå, gul, grøn og rød, som kan indsættes i mapperne. Tanken er, at mappen følger eleven gennem årets 

forløb, og at man kan tilføje flere farvede papark, efterhånden som man skifter emne.  

Eleverne får besked på, at hver af disse sider skal inddeles i kategorier, så de er klar til at udfylde dem, når der skal arbejdes med tekster. De 3 første kategorier giver 

sig selv, men “Sayings” og “Concepts” er tilføjet, så der er vendinger og begreber, eleverne ikke skal skille ad. Så kan hele sætninger indføres, så den oprindelige 

mening bevares. Et eksempel: “The city that never sleeps” er en vending, hvis mening forsvinder, hvis ordene skilles ad. Et begreb som “Loneliness” er der mere 

følelse, værdi og forklaring ved, end at det blot sættes ind under “Nouns”.  

Når den første fagtekst læses, arbejder eleverne med at kategorisere ordene (opmærksomhedsøvelser) ved at strege dem over i teksten. Ord man ikke kender slås 

op således, at man lærer nye ord.  Derefter ”overfører” eleven 5-10 ord til hver af de 4 farver. På denne måde tilegner eleven sig sit eget ordforråd, som konstant 

udvider sig efter elevens niveau. 

I et skriftligt arbejde mod slutningen af et forløb skal underviseren kunne slå op i den pågældende elevs Vocabulary binder og finde ord, som eleven har brugt i den 

producerede tekst. Her bruges ord, der er mestrede, nærværende og funktionelle for eleven.
